8 voters were in attendance at the start of the meeting, 13 total voters present by the close of the meeting.  Moderator George Northrop called the meeting to order at 6:35 p.m.
Article 1.
To see if the Town will vote to transfer from Stabilization the sum of Four Thousand Five Hundred dollars ($4,500) for the repair of a pump in the sewer treatment system or act anything thereon.
Moved to transfer from Stabilization $4,500 for the repair of a pump in the sewer 
treatment system, seconded.  PASSED - 6 in favor, 2 opposed 
Article 2. 
To see if the Town will vote to transfer from Stabilization a sum of money to pay the Town’s Fair Share Contribution or act anything thereon.
Motion to table article, seconded.  Unanimous vote.  Article TABLED
Article 3.        To see if the Town will vote to transfer from Stabilization the sum of Thirteen Thousand Four Hundred Fifteen dollars and Seventy Five cents ($13,415.75) from to pay a Worcester Regional Retirement bill from FY2010 or act anything thereon.


Moved as read, seconded.  PASSED – 9 in favor, 0 opposed.
Article 4.        To see if the Town will vote to transfer from Stabilization the sum of Three Thousand dollars ($3,000) for laboratory testing services for the waste water treatment system as mandated by the DEP or act anything thereon.

Moved as read, seconded.  4 in favor, 6 opposed - FAILED.

Article 5
To see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate the sum of Thirty Nine Thousand Four Hundred Fifty dollars ($39,450) to operate the sewer system, the fees from the sewer users to be returned to the Town to this account, or act anything thereon.

Moved Article to read to see if the Town will vote to raise and appropriate
the sum of $2,440 to increase the sewer operating budget of $37,010 approved in Article 6 of the 2010 Annual Town Meeting of May 7, 2010 – the budget to total $39,450.  The fees from the sewer users to be returned to the Town to this account. Seconded.  12 in favor, 1 opposed - PASSED
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
