To see if the Town will vote to amend the Town’s Zoning Bylaw and Zoning Map as recommended by the Planning Board and further to delete in its entirety the existing Zoning Bylaw and Map so that the amended Bylaw and Map become the Town’s Zoning Bylaw and Map, or act anything thereon. (Note: The full text of the proposed amended Zoning Bylaw and Map as well as the existing Zoning Bylaw and Map showing the proposed revisions and new provisions are available for viewing at the Town Clerk’s office, the Select Board office, and the Phinehas S. Newton Library, and are posted on the Town’s website, www.royalston-ma.gov, and on the library.  

Motion to move the article as read, seconded.  

Motion to amend the draft of the proposed Zoning Bylaw as follows:, seconded: 

Page 7 - Under Section III: Use Regulations, E. Accessory Uses, 3. Accessory Dwelling Units, c. Procedures, 2) Board of Health: In the third sentence of paragraph (beginning “The Board of Health shall also approve water supply and drainage)  delete the phrase “and drainage”.   This amendment passed 30-0.


Page 31 – Under Section VII. Optional Development Methods, C. Open Space Residential Development, 4. Required Open Land, in the last paragraph, second sentence of this section (before 5.) beginning “Subject to the above…”  replace the word “communal” with the word “shared”, and the phrase “communally owned” with “shared septic”.  This amendment was seconded and  passed 31-0
